The Frosh, Winter Wonderland: An Evening for All Students in the Class of 2020

We are pleased to announce that the freshmen social, the FROSH, will be held on Saturday,
January 7', 2017, from 7:30 PM until 10:00 PM in the student cafeteria. This special
evening will feature music, dancing, and light refreshments. We encourage your child to
attend.

Freshmen Only. The FROSH is a freshmen class event that may only be attended by
Manhasset High School students from the Class of 2020. This is a celebration for the
class and not a “date” dance. There is no expectation that any student needs a date
to attend the dance.

Transportation, Arrival, Departure. Only MHS parents may drop off and pick up their child.
Please read, sign and return the enclosed parental Transportation Agreement. Students will not
be admitted to the dance after 8:00 PM, nor will they be allowed to leave before 10:00 PM
unless picked up by a parent.

Dress, Accessories. Dress for the dance should be neat and informal for boys (slacks and
dress shirt, no tie or jacket) and girls (dress outfits, no gowns). For security purposes, pocket
books and cell phones are not allowed into the Frosh. There will be an area to leave jackets
and coats. However, this area will not be accessible during the dance.

Behavior, Demeanor. All school rules will be in effect, and good behavior is expected.
Additionally, as per Board of Education Policy, any student suspected of consuming alcohol will
be asked to use a breathalyzer. A grade level assembly will take place on Friday, January 6% to
outline this policy.

Ticket Purchase (One Ticket per Student)

Tickets for the dance will be on sale in the cafeteria on Thursday, January 5" and Friday,

January 6" during periods 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7 (from 10:00 AM until 1:30 PM). Please note:

No tickets will be sold at the door.

Payment is by cash or check. Checks would be payable to “"Manhasset GO.”

If extreme inclement (i.e., snow) weather causes a postponement, the dance will occur

on Saturday, January 21%t, 2017.
